As I was preparing for my retreat this past week I came across these little nuggets of wisdom 

from a book titled ñFIVE LESSON FROM THE CARMELITE SAINTS THAT WILL 

CHANGE YOUR LIFE by Connie Rossiniò. I would like to share with you some of the insights 

from this book about prayer. 

 

First ñPrayer is necessary for Salvationò if you were stranded on a deserted island, what one spir-

itual rule could you continue to follow? Daily Prayer: the author states ñwe may already be going 

to weekly Mass, we may be reading spiritual books, but those things may not always be possibleò 

the one spiritual rule that we need and always have available is prayer. To pray, we do not need a 

set format or a group. You can pray any time, any place, and no matter your status in life. ñPrayer 

is communing with God; it is a foretaste of heaven.ò 

St Teresa of Avila, quoted by St. Alphonsus Liguori stated, ñHe who neglects mental prayer 

needs no devil to carry him to hell. He brings himself there with his own hands.ò 

St Therese of Lisieux stated, ñMental prayer is praying to God from the heart.ò She also wrote, 

ñFor me prayer is a surge of the heart, it is a simple look turned toward Heaven, it is a cry of 

recognition and of love, embracing both trial and joyò (9 Manuscrits Autobiographiques, C-25r)

é ñMental prayer is nothing else than a close sharing between friends; it means taking time fre-

quently to be alone with Him who we know loves usò (The Book of Her Life 8.5) 

I must say, I looked forward to spending time with my friend Jesus this past week. It was nice not 

to have any distraction and focus only on Him. However, those little moments each day that I 

spend in silent prayer with God are so rewarding and refreshing; I cherish those times as much as 

I do a whole week with Him, 

 

The Saints can give us great insight into our relationship with God. Take the time to read about 

them; their words of wisdom can be very enlightening and rewarding in your spiritual journey.
